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Simple Traffic Map 
Scenarios & Uses

Provides traffic information to devices that can display an image but do not have any map data or 
navigation software.  Users pan and zoom into the traffic map tiles for the overall status of traffic 
conditions. This is achieved without significant map data costs. 

Below is a 3x3 gridded map tile set for a potential market.  There is enough imagery to easily 
convey which roads are congested for drivers familiar with the metro area, but not so much detail 
to require large image file or to distract the driver:

Å Provide current weather conditions and forecasted weather conditions for 

on a market-by-market basis.  Within each broadcast market, files define 
the major and minor cities and the current and 5 day forecasted weather, 
including conditions, temperature, precipitation probability  and wind 
speed. 
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Weather: Doppler Radar Image 
Offering
Å Provide tiles that enable an overlay of Doppler radar on top of a map image.  One 

tile per metro/market with 256x256x8 colors (with each pixel being 1kmX1km in 
size) to show current precipitations conditions on a map. The image is updated 
every minute with one image per metro/market. Colors follow standard Doppler 
reflectivity increments according to NOAA

Å Key news headlines on an overall basis and by topic.  The feed is based 

on standard news category descriptions, but a specific feed has not been 
secured as of yet.  If this proves to be valuable, we will work to get a 
specific headline feed. The feed will include headlines of the top stories, 
top stories for specific topics and text of the top 5 stories for each topic.
